Dear Knitters, 

Ah, January – a time for a new beginning, right in the 
middle of winter.  A time for resolutions of becoming 
a better person (though I doubt you will get much 
help in the "Eat fewer cookies" or "Buy less yarn" 
department from this crowd; too many tasty treats 
and too many beautiful projects going around!).  
Maybe it's time to tackle a  knitting resolution – 
choose projects more wisely, finish a forgotten  
project, tackle a new and ambitious project, start gift-
knitting  earlier… 
 
 The month of January is named for a Roman god of 
entrances and exits, depicted with two heads looking 
in opposing directions.  In the case of January, we 
look backward to the past while looking forward to 
changes and challenges in the New Year.  In our 
knitting, what have past projects taught: about 
technique, about planning, about creating an item 
from sticks and string?  How can we bring those 
lessons and > revelations to every new stitch, to 
every new project? 
 
 This month's program is dedicated to looking at 
knitting from the past, specifically the oldest hand-
knitted item that you own.  Is it something that was 
made for you as a child, full of warm memories of a 
loved one?  Is it your first knitting project, full of 
mistakes and hope?  Is it something bought in an 
antique shop or Goodwill store, or is it perhaps a 
family heirloom?  Was it lost and recovered, or was it 
packed away safely, or is it still used every day?  In 
an age of disposable products, these hand-knits last 
because they become treasured totems, symbols of 
love or patience or perseverance or days gone by.  I 
hope everyone will come share an item and its story 
in this large show-and-share program.  Let us know 
how this bit of looped  string fits into the fabric of your 
life: past, present, and future.
