Dear Knitters, 
 
In lieu of a column this month, I now present 
my zucchini soup recipe! 
----------------------------------------------------------- 

Zucchini Soup ala Tracy 
  
2 tablespoons butter 
About 6 "grocery-store-size" zucchini, sliced 
1 onion 
1 tsp dried basil 
4-6 cups chicken stock 
Salt and pepper 
Freshly grated Parmesan cheese and basil or 
parsley for toppings 
  
Sauté onion in butter to a light gold.  Add the 
zucchini and sauté/sweat for 5-10 minutes.   Add 
the chicken stock and basil.  Bring to a boil, then 
cover, decrease heat, and simmer for ~20 minutes.  
Everything should be quite soft by now.   Use a 
blender to puree the soup.  Reheat, add salt and 
pepper to taste, top with Parmesan and/or herbs, 
and serve to an adoring crowd of knitters (or 
whoever else might be handy).
